                                                     Linux Training at CertiViable  

The Linux training program is structured somewhat differently from the Traditional CertiViable approach. The need for a solid understanding of hardware requires an even more hands on approach to training than is the norm. 

In this program you will learn the essential elements of the following Linux Distributions:   

· Caldera

· Debian

· Madrake

· Red hat
· Slackware

· SuSE
· Turbo Linux

There are many distributions of Linux available, but these seem to be the most prevalent. The importance of a generic Linux certification such as Linux+ can be measured by the variety of distribution available.                  

The Linux Operating system rests on an essential core kernal that all Linux Operating systems share. It is the supplemental elements added to the kernal that make each distribution unique.  

      The differences between Linux training and other certification courses at CertiViable consist of: 

1. Extensive hands-on –lab: the candidate can be assured of anywhere from 3-15 hours of hands-on–lab for each of the 20 modules of instructor led classes.   

2. There is a Comprehensive exam upon the completion of the training program, rather than being tested as you go as with the Novell or Microsoft.

All the other elements of the program are the same. The time frame for Completion of this                    certification is roughly 6 to 8 months. This is based on a part-time schedule of 15-20 hours per week.
